The East Lampeter Township Board of Supervisors met on Monday, May 6, 2019 at 7:30 pm.
at the East Lampeter Township Office: 2250 Old Philadelphia Pike, Lancaster, PA 17602. The
meeting was called to order by Chairman Corey Meyer. In addition to Mr. Meyer, supervisors
present were: Mr. David Buckwalter, Mr. Ethan Demme, Mr. John Blowers and Mr. Glenn
Eberly was absent.

Consent Agenda

a. Approval of the Minutes of the Monday, April 15, 2019 Regular Meeting
b. Approval to pay invoices from all funds: Total $507,573.27

c. Time Extension to record conditionally approved plan #18-25: Lantz-2348 Rockvale
Road

Chairman Meyer presented the bills to be paid from various funds for the total amount of
$507,573.27. He mentioned the large payment amount of $3,000 to CVBA for 2019
Donation, $10,286 to ALTA Planning & Design for CV Recreation plan consulting services,
$19,845 to LASA for quarterly sanitary sewer flow charges, $11,284 to Mill Creek Fence for
new fence at Oaks #1 pumping station, $39,206 to Susquehanna Municipal Trust for
quarterly Workers Comp premium and $9,075 to Tritech Forensics, Inc. for a drying cabinet.
(Evidence processing).

Chairman Meyer also mention the Time Extension to record conditionally approved plan
#18-25: Lantz-2348 Rockvale Road. They are requesting an additional 60 days to satisfy all
conditioned approval and record plan.



Mr. Blowers made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. Mr. Buckwalter
seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

Lafayette Fire Co. 2018 Volunteer of the Year Recognition: Tom Leiberher

Mr. Tom Leiberher was recognized as the 2018 Volunteer of the Year for Lafayette Fire
Company.

Swearing in of New Police officer — Emily Dusellier

Chief Zerbe introduced Ms. Emily Dusellier as a new Police Officer of East Lampeter
Township Police Department. Chairman Meyer swore in Ms. Dusellier.

Old Business
a. Termination agreement re: Plan #15-14 Tanger Road Improvements deferral

Mr. Hutchison stated that the board members may recall when the property was subdivided from
the Host property and added to the Tanger property in order to make the expansion of the
shopping center possible, the normally required road improvements were deferred at that point in
time because it was understood and anticipated that Tanger would be coming in with a full land
development plan for that entire site. A deferral agreement was entered into at that time. Since
the improvements have now been completed as a result of the land development plan this
agreement can be terminated and Tanger is requesting that it be terminated.

Mr. Eberly made a motion to approve the Termination agreement re: Plan #15-14 Tanger Road
Improvements deferral. Mr. Blowers seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice
vote.

b. Turkey Hill Car Wash Land Development Plan #15-22: 5 Strasburg Pike

Mr. Matthew Mack was in attendance representing Turkey Hill Carwash. Mr. Mack requested
approval of a modification for the sidewalk on 5 Strasburg Pike and along Lincoln Highway
related to this plan.

Mr. Blowers made a motion to approve the Turkey Hill Car Wash Land Development Plan #15-
22: 5 Strasburg Pike as per the David Miller letter dated April 11, 2019 with a modification for
the sidewalk on Strasburg Pike and along Lincoln Highway. Mr. Buckwalter seconded the
motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

c. Request for reconsideration of conditions of approval - PADOT Land Development Plan
#17-08: 2105 Lincoln Highway East

After a discussion with Attorney Gardner of PADOT, Mr. Buckwalter made a motion to remove
the deferrals for road frontage and sidewalk improvements along Oakview and Hobson Roads



relating to PADOT Land Development Plan #17-08:2105 Lincoln Highway East. Mr. Blowers
seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

d. Resolution re: Sewer Planning Module — Kauffman, 2066 Millstream Road

Mr. Hutchison mentioned that the board members may recall that they took this exact same
action a meeting or two ago. Unfortunately the Township approval got a little out of sequence
and DEP would not approve it. So Mr. Hutchison is requesting that action be taken again.

Mr. Buckwalter made a motion to approve the Resolution re: Sewer Planning Module —
Kauffman, 2066 Millstream Road. Mr. Blowers seconded the motion and it was passed by
unanimous Vvoice Vvote.

Resolution 2019-09
New Business
a. CV Middle School Land Development Plan #19-04: 426 Mt. Sidney Road

Mr. Mark Kurowskil was in attendance representing CV School District to give a presentation on
the overall Land Development Plan. Mr. Kurowskil was looking for approval for 90 day time
extension. Mr. Kurowski reviewed the land development plan for the proposed CV Middle
School in detail for the Board. There was significant discussion regarding the planned trail
system throughout the campus which includes the high school and current middle school (which
will be converted to an elementary school after the new middle school is occupied). Other
discussion items included proposed traffic improvements and stormwater management.

At the end of these discussions, Mr. Buckwalter made a motion to approve the acceptance of 90
day time extension for CV Middle School Land Development Plan #19-04: 426 Mt. Sidney
Road. Mr. Blowers seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

b. 275 Edgemere Drive Stormwater Management Plan #19-08: 275 Edgemere

Mr. Bill Swiernik of David Miller Associates representing Edgemere SWM was in attendance
and stated that 275 Edgemere Drive SWM plan is proposing to construct approximately a 2600
Square foot dwelling addition to an existing dwelling as well as relocation of the of an existing
pool area. He also mentioned that the project also includes the proposed construction of a
driveway and associated stormwater management facilities. Mr. Swiernik stated that he looking
for the Board’s consideration for the stormwater plan and consideration of the modifications.

Mr. Demme made a motion to conditionally approve 275 Edgemere Drive Stormwater
Management Plan #19-08: 275 Edgemere subject to Becker Engineering letter dated May 3,
2019 granting waiver on 8” pipe diameter. . Mr. Eberly seconded the motion. Chairman Meyer
abstained from voting due to knowing the applicant. Motion was passed by voice vote.



Action ltems:
a. Application to Zoning Hearing Board re VGT installation: 2622 Lincoln Hwy East

Mr. Hutchison mentioned that there has been an application made by the property owner to
install Video Gaming Terminals at 2622 Lincoln Hwy East. They’ve received conditional
approval from the Gaming Board at the State Level, however they do need zoning approval from
the Township and they have made application for the Zoning Hearing Board requiring a number
variances and special exceptions he believes. Mr. Hutchison is recommending that the Board
authorize the Township Solicitor to attend this hearing and on behalf of the Board to oppose this
application.

Mr. Demme made a motion to oppose the Video Gaming Terminals application at 2622 Lincoln
Highway East. Mr. Blowers seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

b. Ordinance re Intermunicipal agreement — Traffic signals

After a brief discussion, Mr. Eberly made a motion to approve the Ordinance to authorize the
execution of an Inter-Municipal agreement with the City of Lancaster regarding the operation
and maintenance of Traffic signals at shared intersections. Mr. Demme seconded the motion and
it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

Ordinance 342
c. Ordinance re ELSA Refinancing of 2014 Bond Issue debt

Attorney Rhonda Lord was in attendance to discuss the refinancing of 2014 loan that the East
Lampeter Sewer Authority has. Attorney Lord requested that the Board take action to adopt the
Ordinance to guaranty the debt. Attorney Lord indicated that the refinancing is expected to save
approximately $130,000 is debt service costs.

Mr. Eberly made a motion to approve the Ordinance re ELSA Refinancing of 2014 Bond Issue
Debt. Mr. Blowers seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

Ordinance 343

d. Consideration of ROW Ordinance Proposal

Mr. Hutchison stated that he was asked by the Manager of Warwick Township among other
Townships in the County if the Township was interested in a Right of Way ordinance to
essentially address how utilities are able to and what requirements they would have to meet to
continue to use the Township’s Rights of Way and how they administer their utilities within our
Rights of Way. Mr. Hutchison provided the proposal to the Board.

After a brief discussion Mr. Blowers made a motion to approve the ROW Ordinance proposal



with Warwick Township. Mr. Demme second the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice
vote.

e. Resolution re: additional fund 4 Allocation — lockable gun locker for armory

Mr. Hutchison mentioned that the arrangements that we have in the armory right now are
homemade and this locker would provide better organization as opposed to what we currently
have.

Mr. Demme made a motion to approve the Resolution re additional Fund 4 Allocation — lockable
gun locker for armory. Mr. Buckwalter seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous
voice vote.

Resolution 2019-10

Manager’s Report:

a. MS4 Report

Mr. Hutchison said that we are nearing the end of the Townships campus improvements to the
basins. There will be a walk through in the middle of June. The project along Pequea at
Millbridge Village will began soon. Also, Charity has taking a position with Land Studies and
she will no longer serve as the Township’s Stormwater Coordinator after 5/10/19

b. Lincoln Highway East Streetscape Plan Implementation

Mr. Hutchison stated that a meeting took place that morning about the PADOT Multi-modal
funded project and that they went through the required agreement and all the different things that
needs to be followed. Looking forward to moving that soon. He also mentioned the RACP
project and the Rockvale Trails is continuing to go through the design process. He stated that he
just heard from the County on the Western Gateway Project it has been funded for design on the
TIP. PADOT project manager has been assigned to the project.

Adjournment

A motion was made by Mr. Blowers and seconded by Mr. Eberly to adjourn the meeting. The
motion was passed by unanimous voice vote. The next regularly scheduled meeting is to be
held on Monday, June 3, 2019 beginning at 7:30 pm.
