July 15, 2019

The East Lampeter Township Board of Supervisors met on Monday, July 15, 2019 at 7:30 pm.
at the East Lampeter Township Office: 2250 Old Philadelphia Pike, Lancaster, PA 17602. The
meeting was called to order by Chairman Corey Meyer. In addition to Mr. Meyer, supervisors
present were: Mr. Ethan Demme, Mr. John Blowers and Mr. Glenn Eberly. Also, present was
Mr. Ralph Hutchison, Township Manager. Mr. Dave Buckwalter was absent.

Chairman Meyer presented the bills to be paid from various funds for the total amount of
$273,761.81. He mentioned the large payment amount of $12,790.00 to State Workers
Insurance Fund for volunteer fire work comp. coverage, $38,500 to C.M. High for the Green
Light Go Signal projects and that was for partial PennDot grant reimbursement.

Chairman Meyer also mentioned the Financial Security Reduction for Lancaster Host
Courtyard leaving a remaining balance of $10,641.00, Request for Financial Security
Reduction for Lancaster Host Expo Center Parking leaving a remaining balance of zero
dollars, Request for Financial Security release for Lancaster Host Conference Center for an
amount of $40,509.37 and Request for Financial Security Reduction for Lap Ridge North
Phase 2 recommended release of $265,644.00 leaving a remaining balance of $112,781.59.

Mr. Eberly made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. Mr. Blowers seconded
the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.



Lancaster Library Presentation

Ms. Heather Sharpe, Executive Director of the Lancaster Public Library and Ms. Leigh Kalis,
Volunteer and Outreach Coordinator were in attendance to give an update on how the
residents are using the library and give some general information about the library and answer
any questions the Board may have. Ms. Sharpe thanked the Board for their continuous
support. After some discussion the Board thanked Ms. Sharpe and Ms. Kalis for their
presentation.

New Business
a. Kauffman Stormwater Management Plan #19-13: 2066 Millstream Road

Mr. Hutchison mention that both items under New Business are fairly straight forward
stormwater management plan applications. He stated to the Board that if they’re comfortable
acting on them then they can do so.

Mr. Demme made a motion to conditionally approve Kauffman Stormwater Management Plan
#19-13: 2066 Millstream Road based on David Millers letter dated July 8, 2019. Mr. Eberly
seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

b. Patel Stormwater Management Plan #19-14: 153 Buckwalter Road

Mr. Demme made a motion to conditionally approve Patel Stormwater Management Plan #19-
14: 153 Buckwalter Road based on David Millers letter dated July 8, 2019. Mr. Eberly seconded
the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

Action Items:
a. LCCD Memorandum of Understanding

Mr. Hutchison stated that the Township and the County conservation district have had a
memorandum of Understanding for many years and they have been renewed periodically. The
conservation district has prepared a new one and they asked all the municipalities to renew it. He
stated that this basically sets out the relationship that the Township has with the conservation
district where they provide certain services and have certain responsibilities and likewise the
Township has certain responsibilities. Mr. Hutchison stated that the Township has asked the
Conservation District if we can add an additional provision that would have them provide the
Township with information on the inspections that they do periodically on farms related to the
farm manure management and Ag erosion control plans. He stated that the Township is still



waiting for a response on that. In the interim and at the Conservation District requests they
would like to get this process concluded. Mr. Hutchison is recommending that the Board
authorize the agreement to be signed as is.

Mr. Eberly made a motion to approve the LCCD Memorandum of Understanding. Mr. Blowers
seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

b. Authorize application for Smart Growth Funding — Bike / Ped Trail

Mr. Hutchison mentioned that Township staff has been and continues to be aware of the
County’s Smart Growth transportation program. They have an open round of applications each
year. The Township has looked at a variety of different potential projects in the township that
might compete well in the process and felt that the best one that can be put forward would be
Multi use trail that was recommended by Lincoln Highway Streetscape plan. Mr. Hutchison
stated that the Township submitted a notice of intent to apply. The County Planning
Commission’s process is that they review that and based upon their review determines whether
the project is eligible. We did receive an application that Ms. Hitchens has been working on and
it has been presented to the Township Planning Commission as well as the Township Park Board
and both have indicated support for the application. Mr. Hutchison stated that if the Board feels
that this is an appropriate one and is willing to essentially finance the match that is required then
we would like to put this forward as an application and go through the process and hopefully
compete well and get the funding through the program.

Mr. Eberly made a motion to approve the authorization of Smart Growth Transportation Funding
application Bike/Ped Trail as outlined in the Lincoln Highway Streetscape Plan. Mr. Demme
seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

c. Resolution to prohibit Video Gaming Terminals

Mr. Hutchison mentioned that recent legislation which has been signed by the governor
authorizes local municipalities to pass a resolution submitted to the Gaming Commission and
essentially eliminate the possibility of having the Video Gaming terminals installed in the
Township. So the Township Solicitor at Mr. Hutchison request has prepared the resolution if that
is the Board’s wish. The Township recommends that the Board adopt the resolution and it will be
submitted immediately.

Mr. Demme made a motion to approve the adoption of Resolution to Prohibit VVideo Gaming
Terminals. Mr. Eberly seconded the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

d. Acknowledgement of Agricultural Security Area (ASA) application
Mr. Hutchison mentioned that the Township received an Agricultural Security Area (ASA)

application through the Farm Land Trust on behalf of David and Katie Bieler. Their property is
located at 162 Lynnwood Road. Mr. Hutchison recommended that the Board acknowledge the



application and allow the 180 day waiting period to expire at which time the farm is then added
to the ASA.

Mr. Blowers made a motion to acknowledge the request for David and Katie Bieler home farm at

162 Lynnwood Road be added to the Township Agriculture Security Area. Mr. Eberly seconded
the motion and it was passed by unanimous voice vote.

Manager’s Report:

a. MS4 Report

Mr. Hutchison mentioned that Tara put together the MS4 report reviewed what the Township has
done as far as training for Township employees. Township continues to do outfall inspections.
Wet weather inspections are on hold for the time being. BMP Inspections continue. The Pequea
creek project to improve the streambanks and put the riparian buffer in is expected to begin in
early August. The Campus Basin Project is completed. The Stormwater Authority that the Board
discussed related to the stormwater fee and the Stakeholders Committee that continues to looked
at that and has been continuing they had a meeting on June 28, 2019 and reviewed potential fee
structures. The consultant made a presentation to the Sewer Authority at their most recent
meeting on Wednesday July 10™". The Stakeholders will meet again on August 2" and the
primary discussion point will be an issue of a credit policy that would be recommended to reduce
the amount of the fee For certain property owners. The Gibbons Park project with 319 funds is
moving forward through the County Conservation District. The Township Water Week Stream
Cleanup participation was beneficial the Township had teams that were both working in the
Conestoga and the Millcreek and gathered almost a full ton of material. The Township’s annual
report is due to DEP the end of September.

b. Lincoln Highway East Streetscape Plan Implementation Report

Mr. Hutchison stated that the Rockvale Trail continues to be taking up most of the time of the
Township’s efforts on the streetscape program. The Township is moving along as quickly as they
can. The township is expected to have meetings with property owners along Rockvale Road
about the easements that are needed both for construction and permanent easements for the trail
itself. The Township did receive its response from the Multi Modal project which is the project
just east of Dutch Wonderland and the Tanger intersection. He Mention that the Township had
submitted one of the environmental reviews that went up to the state Historical Commission and
we received a response back indicating that there was Historic resources that were at risk that are
related to that project. Now the Township can move forward into the next preliminary design
work. There are various private redevelopment projects that are underway along the corridor.

Adjournment

A motion was made by Mr. Blowers and seconded by Mr. Demme to adjourn the meeting. The



motion was passed by unanimous voice vote. The next regularly scheduled meeting is to be
held on Monday, August 5, 2019 beginning at 7:30 pm.
